Editors note: | think most of us like to see image that inspires us and one that caught my eye in my
own clubs competition last month was A Sunburnt Country by Tony Lewis. The judge awarded it 10
points and for once | agreed with the judge completely. | am sure | am not the only one who is
interested in how the image came about, so | asked Tony to tell me more.......

Kata Tjuta

Tony said: This was our third visit to Uluru (Ayers Rock) and Kata Tjuta (The Olgas) and | would
highly recommend a visit to anyone. Our first trip was back in 1978 when we camped at the base
of the rock, special stuff.

Now though, the camping ground is twenty kilometres from the rock. Still it’s one of the most
beautiful places we’ve had the pleasure of visiting anywhere in the world. On the two previous
visits we didn’t take the opportunity to take a flight over the area, however this time, back in July
2018 we decided to charter a helicopter and see things from a new perspective.

Now it seems most visitors to the region tend to do aircraft charters in the middle of the day when
light is flat and there is generally a clear blue Sky. Having done many hours of commercial aerial
photography in my past life however, | decided to take the gamble and charter the chopper at
dusk, when the sun was setting.

| realised that if we got lucky, both of the regions iconic rock structures would be at their best,
reflecting the warmth of the late afternoon sun. Early on in the flight we thought we’d struck out
with cloud almost completely covering the setting sun. But as things sometimes happen, our
disappointment turned to elation as the cloud broke on the horizon and allowed the setting sun to
flood the landscape with it’s warmth casting those wonderful long shadows.



Uluru
| had my trusty Canon 80D with an EF-S 15-85mm zoom with me and managed to capture what |
consider to be spectacular images of these iconic structures. Most of the images were shot at ISO
200-400 at between 1/250 and 1/500th of a second at around F4. Those settings were perfect for
the images of Kata Tjuta and Uluru but alas, the shutter speed was a tad too slow to capture some
of the amazing landscape casting long shadows.

If you’ve never been to see these iconic rock structures, | can’t recommend it highly enough.

In additiion, | have also had the need to highlight and use arrows on these screen grabs where |
need to draw the viewers attention. So, here we show how to create those and for good measure
take a look at Custom shapes. It's all good Photoshop stuff, but a little removed from our day to
day image editing.

Having said that, these are all options | have needed over the years, so it's nice to know where
they are and how they work.

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E Canvas Wrap Printing — Photoshop Video

In the past few weeks we have had the inside our our home re-painted, so we decided to take the
opportunity to put some new images up on our walls. We had a really nice canvas wrap printed
when we first moved in ten years ago, so we thought we would have a few more of those..

| decided to prepare the images myself in Photoshop, because 50mm of canvas needed to be
allowed on each side of the image. That 50mm allows for the fact the canvas needs to be stretched
and pinned to the frame. 50mm on the width and 50mm on the height (both sides + top & bottom)
means we lose 100mm or close to 4 inches to the width and height of the print.

This does impact the appearance and composition of the image chosen and therefore it needs our
attention before the artwork is sent off to the printers. You can see that with our example above. If
we just add the 50mm all round, it changes the composition and impact of the image, sometimes
much worse than this.
